Luxury Apartment Tenants Suffer Bedbug Infestations

According to pest control experts, to protect all tenants, when one apartment is infested the landlord must treat the apartments above, below and adjacent to the infested apartments despite the possibility of negative publicity.  If they don’t, the bugs come back and more people get hurt.


Despite Related, Inc.’s statements on their web site of “Standards of Excellence,” management at the Caledonia treats single apartments ignoring adjacent apartments.  They fail to alert and protect tenants in apartments adjacent to infested units.   This causes more apartments to have bedbugs and more people to become prey for the blood-sucking pests.
